E thought her date was a good Christian guy, until he started making sexual advances. He said it was her fault
he was so turned on, because she wore such sexy and skimpy clothing.

F finally got to go out with a girl he had liked for a long time. Then she told him she was just trying to make her
ex-boyfriend jealous.

G and her boyfriend had been really good, promising to save their virginity for marriage. But one night they
went too far, and now they feel terribly guilty.

H is a guy with a major crush on a Christian girl at school. He thinks about her non-stop. Now she’s his lab
partner, and he’s terrified.
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
